Performance Elements – Students participate in improvisation and other acting exercises leading up to performing the play being written (see literary elements).

Technical Elements – Students learn about the different people involved in the production of a play, including: stage manager, light designer, costume designer, scenic designer, and props person. Students will design a set and costumes for the play being written (see literary elements).
