Transportation to/from the Airport
Taxi:
Taxis depart from the designated taxi zones located at the roadway center islands, on the
Arrivals/Baggage Claim Level of all terminals.
Uniformed taxi coordinators are stationed at the taxi zones from 7:00 a.m. to 1:00 a.m. to
assist passengers with questions or concerns.
Approximate Rate to Downtown San Francisco: $35-$40.

Public Transportation:

BART Rapid Rail

BART operates rapid rail service to San Francisco and the East Bay directly from SFO.
BART fares are only $5.15 from SFO. The SFO BART Station is located on the
Departures/Ticketing Level of the International Terminal (Boarding Area G side). BART is
easily accessed from any terminal by riding SFO's AirTrain to the Garage G/BART Station
stop. There is no charge to board AirTrain.

Door-to-door vans:

Vans provide service between SFO and passenger-specified locations in shared ride vans.
Depending on the number of passengers, door-to-door vans may make multiple stops.
Fares range from $15-$19 with discounts for additional passengers in the same party.
From the airport: Van service is available on a walk-up basis. However, passengers are
advised to make reservations for service after 11:00 p.m. Door-to-door vans pick up on the
Departures/Ticketing Level from the roadway center island at all terminals.

To the airport: Advanced reservations are required. Please contact the service provider
directly. Door-to-door vans drop off at the terminal curbs on the Departures/Ticketing Level
of all terminals.
